I left Mountain Lakes Schools in the Fall of 1955, attending the Kent School in Northwestern Connecticut. I graduated in 1960 (They were on a mandatory 5-year plan.)
Following my graduation from Kent I enrolled in Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in Troy, NY. Troy was quite a change from the bucolic countryside of northwestern New Jersey and northwestern Connecticut, but I survived, graduating with a Bachelor of Science degree in the Class of 1965. While at RPI, I was a member of Delta Kappa Epsilon and played freshman and inter-fraternity hockey.

Also while at RPI, I joined ROTC, believing that life as an officer would be better than that of an enlisted man. Entering the Army, I was first sent to Ft. Belvoir, VA to learn how to be an Army Engineer as opposed to an RPI engineer. Then I was sent to Korea for 13 months where I served with the 13th Engineer Bn.  and finally back to Ft Dix, NJ where I was promoted to Captain and ended up as the Assistant Post Engineer.

Upon release from active duty in August 1968, I joined the General Reinsurance Corporation in New York as a Casualty Underwriter. The following year I was transferred to Hartford to assist in opening a new office there. It was also there that I learned much about underwriting large commercial accounts. 
Also, in January 1970 I was married to the former Virginia Lynde of Upper Brookville, NY.  In 1972 I was again transferred, this time to Dallas, TX. where we spent thirteen years. While I managed our Dallas branch, Ginny got a job with the computer department of Braniff Airways, which enabled us to become world travelers.
Following the birth of our two sons, Will in 1981 and Andrew in 1984, and coincident with the demise of Braniff, I was transferred once more, in 1985, to the home office of General Re in Stamford, CT. There I held the position of Senior Referral Underwriter and was also in charge of our branch underwriting audit program.

In 2003, my wife, Ginny, was diagnosed with an inoperable brain tumor. I retired in early 2004, after almost thirty seven years, to care for her and squeeze all the retirement activities we had planned for the next thirty years into the next two. Ginny passed away in April 2006.
Many will remember my father, Bill Headden, who resided at 33 Hanover Road in Mountain Lakes from 1943 until 2004, when he suffered a serious house fire. He moved into assisted living and passed away in November 2005 at the age of 98.  The house has been totally rebuilt.

Recently, I have been enjoying a relaxing retirement, playing golf, doing some volunteer work and doing some traveling, including a couple of trips to Hawaii with my older brother, a cruise to Bermuda with my younger son and a trip to Europe with my older son, who is enrolled in the PhD program in Computer Science at Brown and was enjoying a semester at Charles University in Prague, CZ.
